THIRD JUSTICE AT BOWEN IN THREE YEARS

visit to the UALR Bowen School of Law. On the afternoon of
Friday January 26, he met with students for a lively question-
and-answer session that lasted over an hour.

The Honorable Justice Clarence Thomas enjoyed a successful

During his visit with the students, Justice Thomas discussed a wide
range of issues from discussions of his work on cases involving

af rmative action to more light-hearted discussions of what he
reads when he is away from the court (magazines about motor
homes and college football recruiting). He elded a variety of
questions, answering one student by saying that the most frustrat-
ing part of his job is participating in oral arguments because he
feels that the Court as a whole asks too many questions, rather
than letting the attorneys speaking before that body have adequate
time to state their case. When he was later asked how he would
recommend that students deal with public scrutiny, he responded
that he had never been asked that question before. He encouraged
the students to stand strong in the face of controversy, pointing
out that he himself knew what it would take for him to be popular,
but had chosen to stand for what he believed in instead.

It is perhaps of greatest interest that Justice Thomas began his visit
with the students by noting that he had been surprised to learn
earlier in the day that he was the third U.S. Supreme Court Justice
to visit our campus in as many years (Justice Antonio Scalia and
Justice Stephen Breyer.) After spending over an hour engaging in
a dialogue with the students, however, Justice Thomas seemed to
begin to understand why. After telling the students that they were
the classiest audience he had visited with in quite some time, he
promised to go back to the Court and tell all of his colleagues to
visit the William H. Bowen School of Law. He then stayed to shake
hands and meet the students one-on-one.

He then presented the second annual Arnold Lecture, hosted by
the Law School in memory of U.S. Circuit Judge Richard Arnold and
in honor of U.S. Circuit Judge Morris Arnold. The Justice s address
was a tribute to the Arnold family and particularly to the late Judge
Richard Arnold. An attentive audience of more than 200 members
of the bench and bar gave the Justice a standing ovation.

Following the address, the Justice and Judge Arnold greeted mem-
bers of the audience at a reception in the Law Library.




small and large, to attend events and mentor new students
and serve on committees and make donations, Bowen
graduates stand behind their school. The quiet, digni ed
gentleman who is a walking model for the description above is the
newest member of the Arkansas Supreme Court, Associate Justice
Paul Danielson.

The Bowen law school can count on its graduates. In ways

Justice Danielson, an active member of the Bowen Law Alumni
Board, is the soul of professional ethics for law students looking
for someone to emulate. He and his wife Betsy both graduated
from the Little Rock law school during the years of af liation with
UA-Fayetteville. Elizabeth Betsy Danielson, a Logan County
native, has been an administrative law judge based in Fort Smith
for the Arkansas Workers Compensation Commission and was also
appointed to the state Court of Appeals by then-Governor

Bill Clinton.

Since beginning his term on the Supreme Court, Justice Danielson
became interested in technology in the courtroom and received
approval from the entire Court for an exploratory committee to
move toward electronic ling, resulting in attorneys now having
the choice of ling briefs electronically with both the Supreme
Court and the Arkansas Court of Appeals. He has also proposed

a Pilot Program in Mediation at the appellate level, which if
approved will be managed through the Arkansas Dispute
Resolution Commission.

When asked about his legal career, Justice Danielson recalls that at
agel4, he became acquainted with a few attorneys and decided
that he wanted a career in law. It s what | worked for, stayed
after, and it happened, Danielson said. Judge Danielson served
four years in the U.S. Air Force, entering law school here while still
stationed at the Little Rock Air Force Base. Earning his J.D. with
honors, Judge Danielson also was on Law Review and clerked for
Arkansas Supreme Court Justice Frank Holt after graduation. He
went on to the private practice of law in Fort Smith, eventually
settling in nearby Booneville, his wife s hometown. It was in
Booneville that they brought up son Erik, now also an attorney, and
it was there that he served for eight years as deputy prosecuting
attorney and as Booneville city attorney. It also was in

Booneville that Justice Danielson began his judicial career,
successfully running for 15th District Circuit Judge in 1995, a

position he held 12 years,
until he was sworn in as
Justice this past January.

His performance as Circuit
Judge was recognized when
he was named Outstanding
Trial Judge of the Year by
the Arkansas Trial Lawyer
Association in 2003. ATLA
announced that Danielson
was chosen because he
exempli ed experience
gained in a diverse private
practice, practical knowl-
edge and insight from
broad-based community
involvement and a back-
ground that nurtured other outstanding attorneys and judges.
Attorneys commenting on Danielson s years as Circuit Judge say
that he s always practiced the highest standards whatever
position he occupies. He always went out of his way to work with
all the attorneys and to resolve disputes, they report. One
colleague remarked, As a judge, he was always real patient and
took a lot of time with new attorneys. He always tried to
encourage them.

Justice Danielson is quite the sportsman. He was a star high school
pitcher who once threw a perfect game . He also was on the
tennis team at Florida State University and has continued his tennis
playing. The Justice is also a low handicap golfer and has
participated in many tournaments throughout Arkansas.

Danielson has served as Arkansas Judicial Council member, past
chairman and a member of the Supreme Court Liaison Committee,
member of the Arkansas Bar Association Liaison Committee and
the Legislative Liaison Committee. He is a Fellow of the Arkansas
Bar Foundation. One of my beliefs is the secret to happiness is
reaching your full potential, and serving on the Supreme Court is
a real privilege. | feel like you ought to push the envelope if you
have the chance to reach the top of your eld, you should go for
it, Justice Danielson said.

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Bowen Student Studies
In Oxford, England

Six weeks this summer, Andrew Baker, Class of 08, participated

in Southern Methodist University s Dedman School of Law Oxford
Programme, in Oxford, England. The programme, now in its
twenty-fourth year at University College Oxford s oldest

college is one of few American law programmes in the
centuries-old city that instruct students in the manner of
traditional Oxford students; the tutorial style of instruction
matches small numbers of students with tutors. Each tutor assigns
readings for the students to consider as they carefully craft essays
to the tutor s weekly questions. Andrew evaluated aspects of
British personal property law with his tutor, William Swadling, who
is a fellow of Brasenose College and a leading scholar in the areas
of trusts, restitution, and personal property.

In addition to the weekly tutorials, Andrew attended classes,
conducted in the familiar Socratic method, by Peter Winship, the
James Cleo Thompson Sr. Trustee Professor of Law at SMU. The
course, International Sales, addressed the history and
application of the United Nations Convention on Contracts for the
International Sale of Goods (CISG), choice-of-law con icts, the role
of arbitration, distribution agreements, and contract

remedies, among other important topics involving international
transactions. He especially enjoyed being able to access the
enormous legal resources of the Bodleian Library, which is one of
the oldest and most complete libraries in the world.

A graduate of Southern Methodist University (B.A. 05), Andrew
studied with the University s undergraduate programme during
the summer of 2003 and returned as a program assistant the
following summer. Traveling to Oxford for a third time made him
appreciate even more the value of educating oneself in different,
even uncomfortable surroundings. He previously has traveled
throughout Europe, Vietnam, Cambodia, Thailand, and Peru. He
says that the education he receiving at the Bowen School of Law,
particularly from Lynn Foster s Property classes, Sarah Jenkins s
Contracts classes, and Mike Beaird s Legal Research classes,
prepared him well. He encourages current and prospective stu-
dents to consider studying abroad be it in Oxford or elsewhere.

ene Mullins joined the faculty in
G 1980. Before that, he served in the

Navy JAG Corps and held various
positions as an attorney in the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor. His work there included
drafting legislation, dealing with issues of
statutory interpretation and administrative
law, and serv-
ing as the rst
Department of
Labor Solicitor for
Mine Safety and
Health. His teach-
ing at the UALR
Bowen School of
Law centered on
Administrative Law
and Legislation,
but he also taught
courses in many other areas, including
Jurisprudence, Constitutional Law, Labor
Law, and Workers Compensation. Gene
received his B.A. and J.D. at the University
of Kentucky and his M.A. at the University
of Chicago. In law school, he was Associate
Editor of the Kentucky Law Journal and was
named to the Order of the Coif. Among
his writings are A Handbook for Legislative
Drafters, the 3d Edition of the Manual for
Administrative Law Judges, and humerous
law journal articles.

He has held several posts
with the State of Arkansas, including As-
sistant Attorney General, Public Service
Commissioner, and Chief Legal Counsel
to the Governor. He was Assistant Project
Director of the Arkansas Criminal Code
Revision Commission and co-authored
the commentary to the Arkansas Criminal
Code and the Arkansas Rules of Criminal
Procedure. He currently serves on the
Arkansas Supreme Court Committee on
Model Jury Instructions (Criminal) and the
Committee on Criminal Rules. In 1996,
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he joined the Center for Arkansas Legal
Services Board. Although he retired in
December, he indulges the Law School and
edi es our students by continuing to teach
a class this year. Among his recent courses
have been Advanced Taxation, Federal
Income Taxation, Partnership Taxation and
Commercial Paper.

Scott s primary research interest has been
Arkansas legal history. He was a founder

The Dean is Chair of the Finance
and Legal Affairs Committee of the Law
School Admission Council (LSAC), a mem-
ber of the LSAC Board of Trustees, and an
ex of cio member of the LSAC Audit Com-
mittee, Investment Policy Oversight Group,
and Misconduct and Irregularities Subcom-
mittee. This summer, he participated in the
LSAC Chairs Planning Retreat and the LSAC
Board s Strategic Planning Retreat.

Dean Goldner also serves as a member of
the Accreditation Committee of the Ameri-
can Bar Association Section of Legal Educa-
tion and Admissions to the Bar.

Recently the Arkansas Supreme Court ap-
pointed Dean Goldner to another term as
a member of the Arkansas Access to Justice
Commission and also reappointed him Chair
of the Arkansas Supreme Court Professional
Practicum Committee.

Associate Dean and Distinguished
Professor of Law and Public Policy
John M. A. DiPippa, as a William J. Clin-




ton Distinguished Fellow at the University of
Arkansas Clinton School of Public Service,
took a sabbatical from the Bowen School of
Law during the spring semester to research
Public Service Law.

Last spring, she coached the team of stu-
dents Jonathan Huber and LaTasha Thomas,
the overall winners of the Herbert J. Wechsler
National Criminal Law Moot Court Compe-
tition, sponsored by SUNY-Buffalo.

Associate Professor Michael T. Flan-
nery s article, The Use of Hair Samples to
Detect Methamphetamine Exposure, was
published at 10 J. Mep. & L. 143 (2006).
Co-authored with ve UAMS faculty mem-
bers, the article offers a comprehensive ex-
planation of both the consequences for us-
ers of the drug and the risks associated with
environmental or secondary exposure to it,
including exposure of children to the toxic
substances produced during the manufac-
turing process.

A second article by Professor Flannery, Mili-
tary Disability Election and the Distribution
of Marital Property Upon Divorce, was pub-
lished at 56 CatHouic U. L. Rev. 297 (2007).
This article discusses the lack of uniformity
of military retirement bene ts at divorce,
especially with respect to disability pay and
the Uniformed Services Former Spouses Pro-
tection Act, and recommends an approach
for states to handle the problem.

Professor Foster has been appointed to the
Arkansas Bar Association Continuing Legal
Education Committee.

Last fall, Professor Ken Gould served as
co-coordinator of the 2006 Arkansas Water
Policy Conference.

Professor Gould also serves on the Board of

a certain-to-be nationally recognized recre-
ational facility.

Sarah Howard Jenkins, Charles Baum
Distinguished Professor of Law, as-
sumed the position of Chair of the Ameri-
can Bar Association s Subcommittee on Pay-
ments in March, 2007. This subcommittee
functions as one of eight charged with im-
plementing the educational mission of the
Uniform Commercial Code, an increasingly
important role in an era of globalization of
commercial transactions and electronic pay-
ments. Her responsibilities as Chair encom-
pass a range of organizational duties in di-
recting the Subcommittee s work, including
determination of the agenda and scheduling
meetings and related activities; overseeing
publication activities including working di-
rectly with the Commercial Law Newsletter
and directing publication and sales of edu-
cational materials; and assuming responsibil-
ity for the administrative and reporting tasks
required by the UCC Committee, Business
Law Section and the ABA.

As chair of the Subcommittee, she organized
and co-moderated a panel at the ABAs an-
nual meeting in August. The panel was en-
titled Electronic Payments Systems the
Death Knell for UCC Article 4 or a Clarion
Call for Modernization? and covered new
electronic payment products, the governing
law, and the current and future role of UCC
Article 4.

Professor Jenkins also completed coordinat-
ing the symposium issue of Volume 40 of
the LovoLa Law Review, The Private Ordering of
Contractual Relations—Contracting Out of the

UCC, including writing the issue s preface.

Assistant Professor Zak Kramer pub-
lished his paper, After Work, at 95 CaL. L.
Rev. 627 (2007). In the paper, Professor
Kramer argues that employment discrimina-
tion scholarship tends to overlook the ways
in which employees families are harmed
by employment discrimination. Bringing
together scholarly writing in sociology, or-
ganizational theory, and employment dis-
crimination law, the paper develops a novel
framework for conceptualizing the family
harms of employment discrimination. In
addition, it also argues that existing employ-
ment discrimination doctrine can and should
capture these family harms.

Professor Kramer has also been presenting
his new work-in-progress, Heterosexual-
ity and Title VI. He presented the paper
at two conferences over the summer. The

rst conference was the annual Southeastern
Association of Law Schools (SEALS) confer-
ence. The second conference was the inau-
gural Texas Junior Scholars Program. Profes-
sor Kramer also presented his paper at the
faculty workshop at the University of Missis-
sippi School of Law.

During spring break, Professor Kramer
taught a course on law and sexuality at his
alma mater, the University of lllinois College
of Law. The one-week intensive seminar was
a condensed version of the Law and Human
Sexuality seminar that he teaches here at the
Bowen School of Law.




Research Professor Nancy Bellhouse
May, Editor of The Journal of Appellate Prac-
tice and Process published by the Law School,
and Professor Scott Stafford made presenta-
tions at the Supreme Court Historical Soci-
ety s annual meeting. Professor May s topic
was the relatively recent development of ju-
dicial federalism in Arkansas, while Professor
Stafford reviewed the history of Arkansass
constitutions.

Professor May addressed the Legislative Edi-
tors Conference of the National Conference
of State Legislators at its biannual national
conference held in Little Rock. Her topic was

Editing Techniques for the Legislative Envi-
ronment. Legislative editors from over half
the states were in attendance at the Confer-
ence.

She also contributed to the latest edition of
HANDLING APPEALS IN ARKANSAS, Serving as one of
the handbook s editors.

Philip D. Oliver spoke in April at a pro-
gram both celebrating his appointment as
the inaugural holder of the Byron Eiseman
Distinguished Professor of Taxation, and
honoring Byron Eiseman, who has taught as
an adjunct at the law school for decades.

Earlier in the spring, Professor Philip Oliver
testi ed before the legislature in its 2007
session in favor of amending the Arkansas
Good Samaritan statute to further protect
Good Samaritans unless they were grossly
negligent rather than negligent. The bill
was enacted as Act 683.

Associate Professor Ranko Shiraki Oli-
ver announced the publication of her article,
In the Twelve Years of NAFTA, the Treaty Gave
to Me. . . What, Exactly?: An Assessment of
Economic, Social, and Political Developments
in Mexico Since 1994 and Their Impact on
Mexican Immigration into the United States,
at 10 Harv. Latino L. Rev. 54 (2007).

She has been appointed by Chancellor Joel
Anderson to chair the UALR Committee on
the Americans with Disabilities Act for the
upcoming year. Professor Oliver has served

on the committee since its creation in 1995,
in addition to writing several articles on the
ADA.

Professor Ranko Oliver also participated in a
panel discussion sponsored by El Latino, the
state-wide, Spanish language newspaper,
which aired on AETN Public Television. The
panel focused on the assimilation of Hispan-
ics into American society.

Director of Clinical Education and As-
sistant Professor Kelly Browe Olson
participated in the University of Nevada-Las
Vegas conference, Representing Children
in Families: Child Advocacy and Justice 10
Years After Fordham. Professor Olson was
invited to respond, and her response, The
Importance of Using Alternative Dispute Reso-
lution Techniques and Processes in the Ethical
and Informed Representation of Children, is
published at 6 Nev.

This summer, Professor Olson, Adminis-
trative Assistant Melanie Ewell and Nancy
Mathews conducted mediation training
across Arkansas for service providers at the
Department of Human Services, Division of
Developmental Disabilities. The training was
furnished under the Clinics new contract
to provide mediation services statewide to
families who receive services through the
Division.

Professor Olson was a speaker at the Ameri-
can Bar Associations Section on Dispute
Resolution Annual Meeting in Washington
D.C. Her rst topic was Implications of
Differentiating Domestic Violence in Child
Custody Decision Making and ADR Pro-
cesses, with Professor Nancy Ver Steegh of
William Mitchell. She also spoke on Fitting
the Pedagogy to the Purpose: Discussion
of the Connections and Divisions Between
Theories, Skills, Prescriptive and Evangelical
Aspects of Teaching ADR, with Professors
Robert Bordone and Bruce Patton of Har-
vard.

Professor Richard J. Peltz was the win-
ner of the 19th Annual Law School Faculty
Excellence Award for Research. During the
past year he has published three law re-
view articles and served as a consultant and
speaker for groups as varied as the Arkansas
legislature, law professors in Japan, and the
Society for Professional Journalists.

Melissa M. Serfass, Electronic Resourc-
es/Reference librarian and Professor
of Law Librarianship, will be chairing
the AALL Mentoring Committee during the
coming year.

Assistant Professor Josh Silverstein has
published Hiding in Plain View: A Neglected
Supreme Court Decision Resolves the Debate
Over Non-Debtor Releases in Chapter 11 Re-
organizations, at 23 Emory Bankr. Dev. J. 14
(2007). In this article, he has attempted to
resolve a longstanding circuit split on the is-
sue of whether bankruptcy courts may extin-
guish liabilities of parties that have not led
for bankruptcy. Such non-debtor releases
are similar in effect to a bankruptcy discharge
and have become particularly common in
both mass tort disputes and general insol-
vencies adjudicated through the bankruptcy
process. He uses an overlooked Supreme
Court decision  United States v. Energy Re-
sources, 495 U.S. 545 (1990) to demon-
strate that the bankruptcy courts general
equitable power allows them to extinguish
claims against non-debtors and that such re-
lief is not forbidden by any speci c provision
in the Bankruptcy Code.

Following the article s publication, so far it
has been cited by the bankruptcy court for
the Northern District of Texas, in In re Wool
Growers Central Storage Co., 371 B.R. 768,
(N.D. Tex. 2007).

Professor Silverstein was a guest speaker at
the Overton Inns of Court on September
20, 2006. His presentation was titled The
Schiavo Case, Unenumerated Rights, and the
Politicization of Constitutional Law.

Tom Sullivan, Judge George Howard,
Jr. Distinguished Professor of Law,
published The Clinician as Ethical Role Model
in the Criminal Appellate Litigation Clinic by
invitation in a symposium issue focusing on
criminal appellate clinical law programs. The
article appears at 75 Miss. L.J. 741 (2006).
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Professor Sullivan spoke on Ethical and
Effective Representation in Arkansas Capi-
tal Trials at The Death Penalty in Arkansas:
Strategies for the Defense VI, the annual CLE
program co-sponsored by the Arkansas As-
sociation of Criminal Defense Lawyers and
Arkansas Public Defender Commission.

Last year he obtained a dismissal of rst de-
gree murder charges against a New Mexico
inmate who had been in custody for 24
years. Professor Sullivan, who has represent-
ed the client since 1984, prevailed on a writ
of habeas corpus in state court based on the
retroactive application of the U.S. Supreme
Court s holding in Crawford v. Washington.
The New Mexico Supreme Court is one of
only two courts to hold Crawford retroactive.
State v. Forbes and Earnest, Real Party in Inter-
est, 119 P.3d 144 (N.M. 2005). He also pre-
vailed against the state s motion to stay the
mandate. When the case was called for trial,
the prosecution was not able to proceed and
the charges were dismissed and the client
was released from custody.

Associate Professor Robert Steinbuch
is the winner of the 19th Annual Law School
Excellence Award for Public Service. An ex-
pert on legal aspects of medicine, he is the
only non-medical or science member on the
Board of Trustees of the Society of Chest
Pain Centers. In addition, he has produced
scholarship in legal and medical journals, as
well as speaking before such groups as the
Arkansas Bar Association, Arkansas Federal
Public Defenders, Arkansas Association of
Women Lawyers, Eighth Circuit Appellate
Practice Institute Symposium and the Clin-
ton School of Public Service since arriving in
Arkansas two years ago.

During June, Professor Steinbuch spoke on a
panel at the Arkansas Bar Association Annual

Meeting. The title of the program was |Is
Three a Crowd? The Attorney Relationship
with Client and Media.

His article, Regulatory Changes for the Treat-
ment of Patients with Heart Attacks, has
been published at 99 Amer. J. CarbioL. 1166
(2007). In the article, Professor Steinbuch
argues for federal legislation to mandate
emergency treatment at the nearest appro-
priate facility in terms of treatment options,
rather than the closest medical facility, and
to restrict Medicare provider eligibility based
upon compliance with guidelines ensuring
accurate hospital advertising concerning
availability of appropriate treatment op-
tions for heart attack patients. He concludes
that Congress should act to save the lives
of heart-attack patients currently being lost
as a consequence of regulatory and market
failures.

Assistant Dean for Admissions Aaron
N. Taylor has been appointed to serve on
the Law School Admission Council (LSAC)
Misconduct and Irregularities in the Admis-
sion Process Subcommittee for the 2007-
2008 admission cycle. Appointed by the
Chair of the LSAC Board of Trustees, mem-
bers of the subcommittee investigate alle-
gations of applicant misconduct during the
admission process.

Kelly Terry, Director of the Public Ex-
ternship Program and Pro Bono Op-
portunities and Assistant Professor of
Law, also contributed to the new edition of
HANDLING ApPeALs IN ArkANsAs. Together with
Senior Assistant Attorney General David R.
Raupp, she wrote Chapter 12, Writing Am-
icus Briefs, as well as an appendix featuring
model amicus motions and briefs.
